When the Institution was established in 1902, the institutional vision and mission were stated as follows:

A. "To serve the Church and the Nation by providing for the development of students and others in the
college through the sharing and advancement of knowledge, and the building of character through
Christian witness and example. "

B. ""To serve the Church and the Nation by promoting the spirit of goodwill, cooperation and
friendship among the people of the nation, irrespective of caste and creed and to develop attitudes
conducive to all round development of the country and all its peoples"”

C. ""To serve the Church and the Nation by giving effect to international friendship, cooperation and
gooadwill through which people overseas may join in the understanding and sharing of mutual
concerns."

Motto adopted by the College is a verse from Bible, which states-
"STUDY TO SHOW THYSELFAPPROVED UNTO GOD."

In Hindi, it states-

"APNE KO PARMESHWAR KE GRAHAN YOGYABANAO."

Being an institution established on the teachings of Jesus Christ, the vision and mission of the institution
can easily be traced back to the vision of Christ, when He proclaimed that He has been anointed by God to
establish KINGDOM OF GOD on earth and His mission recorded in the Holy Bible, better known as Nazareth
Manifesto, is-

""To preach good news to the poor, to heal the broken hearted; to preach deliverance to those who are in
bondage; to give sight to the blind; to set at liberty those who are oppressed."

(From Gospel According to St. Luke: Chapter I'V: Verses 18. 19 from Holy Bible.)

These are universal principles practiced for the welfare of mankind and lie at the base of constitutions
adopted by all the democratic countries the world over. When our country gained its freedom, it became a
sovereign republic and adopted the constitution, wherein the basic structure is built around the concepts of
establishment of KINGDOM OF GOD on earth in the preamble itself, wherein it is stated that-

"We, The People Of India, having solemnly resolved to constitute India into a Sovereign Socialist
Secular Democratic Republic and to secure to all its citizens:

» Justice, social, economic and political;

» Liberty of thought, expression, belief, faith and worship,

» Equality of status and of opportunity, and to promote among them all

» Fraternity assuring the dignity of the individual and the unity and integrity of the Nation."

A simple comparative study shows that, after independence, the national vision, as stated in the preamble
itself; is to establish KINGDOM OF GOD ON EARTH. For a believer in Christ, he has to become a co-worker
with Christ in establishing the kingdom of God on earth to be acceptable in the sight of God (motto of the
College). Stated in a secular context, every citizen has to follow the pledge taken in the preamble to realize the
vision of the ideal society, which will be same as establishment of kingdom of God on earth.

As analyzed above, the vision of the institution is same as the vision of our constitution. However, to
understand the concepts, a very detailed explanation is needed. It was felt that after the proclamation of our
constitution, the vision and the mission needs re-statement in the words of the constitution. The re-stated vision
adopted by the College is stated as follows-

The word "Study" of the old authorized version has been translated
from the original Greek text as "Do your best". It does not mean merely reading a book and learning from it or studying
in some other way.

The actual meaning of the motto is an exhortation for us to do our best in all matters so as to stand approved in
the sight of God.

The College motto exhorts the Committee of Management and the Principal to frame such policies and take
such decisions and actions which stand approved in the sight of God.

It exhorts the teachers to teach, do research and other academic work and, to conduct themselves in such a way
that their actions stand approved in the sight of God.

The motto exhorts the students of the College to study, involve themselves in all the College activities for
acquiringknowledge, wisdom and skills through means which stand approved in the sight of God.

Botany Department has a glorious past and has produced a number of distinguished alumni like
Prof. P Maheshwari (Delhi University), Prof. J.S. Singh (B.H.U), Prof. Anupam Verma(IARI), Prof.
Deevankar Mukherjee (SARI, Kurukshetra University). The following activities were organized by the
department. National Workshop on Hands on Training on Biofertilizer and Biopesticides Techniques
was held from Ist - 3rd July, 2022. Inaugural lecture was delivered by Prof. N.K. Dubey (Head.
Department of Botany, Banaras Hindu University). He gave an elaborated information on the use of
biofertilizers in soil and their importance. Invited lecture was delivered by Prof. R.N. Kharwar

On 29th October, 2022- a botanical excursion was taken to Nandan Kanan Waterpark and
adjoining areas of Andhawa, Jhunsi. The students had an access to the flora of the region, plants of
Families- Compositeae, Cucurbitaceae, Amaranthaceae, Meliaceae and Apocyanaceae were collected.

On 20th November, 2022- a botanical excursion of Undergraduate and Postgraduate students were
taken to Shankargarh under leadership of Dr. A. K. Tiwari and Dr. S.K. Mishra to study the local flora in
and around the Garhwa Fort.

On 20th December to 27th December 2022- Along Botanical Excursion Trip organized for Post
Graduate students from 20-12-2022 to 27-12-2022 to study about the biodiversity of Uttarakhand. The
students visited Patanjali Research Institute, Gurukul Kangri Viswavidyalya, and Rajaji National Park,
Haridwar, Forest Research Institute, Dehradun, Mussoori and Rishikesh under the leadership of Dr.
(Mrs.) Shonali Chaturvedi. Students visited Patanjali Research Institute and met Prof. Anupam
Srivastva, he introduced us about the Institute and showed many research publication like “Flora of
Rashtrapati Bhawan” which includes description of 620 plants recorded and 400 plants which are of
medicinal importance. They also published 60 research papers on flora of different regions. Students
visited the research laboratories, herbarium collection laboratory, taxonomic colored photographic
museum and herbal garden of the institute. The herbarium collection of Patanjali was inspired from
‘KEW BOTANICAL GARDEN/LONDON’ which consists of 13550 number of herbarium sheets, 2206
plant species, 1102 number of genus and 216 plant families herbarium. Students saw some petrified
wood fossils which were imported from Madagascar. In herbal garden the vegetation of Pteridophytes
(Pteris, Dryopteris, Adiantum, Selaginella etc), Gymnosperms {Pinus longifolia, Araucaria sp., Zamia
sp., Junlperus communis, Thuja sp. etc) and Angiosprms [Bauhinia racimosa, Cinnamomum camphora,
Cinnamomum tamala, Bryophyllum, Putranjiva, Ficus krishnae, Bacopa, Passiflora /ncornote (rakhi
pusp) etc.] and an important gymnospermic plant Ginkgo biloba was also seen growing in the campus. In
order to study the flora and fauna of Haridwar students visited ‘Rajaji National Park’, HARIDWAR’.
where Angiospermous plants like Acacia catechu, Saraca asoca, Tectona grandis , Ficus bengolansis,
Ficusreligosa ,Cassia fistula, Butea monosperma, Shorea robusta, Terminalia arjuna etc where found.

Students visited ‘Department of Botany and Microbiology, Gurukul Kangri Viswavidyalya
Haridwar’, where a lecture was delivered by the Head of Department and well known Indian
Microbiologist Prof Navneet. It was proud privilege to meet one of the doyens of Microbiology Prof.
R.C. Dubey who addressed the students on the ancient traces of microorganisms in Ayurveda and various
other Upanishads. He also happens to be the author of the text book of Microbiology by Maheswari and
Dubey. We also had the opportunity to meet Vice Chancellor of Gurukul Kangri Viswavidyalya Prof.
Somdev Satanshu, who discussed with us relationship between modern science experiments with Vedas
and how both depend on each other. We visited the Museum situated in the history department. which
showed the monuments and scriptures of ancient civilization.

Flora of Rishikesh was studied and documented which was followed by trip to FOREST
RESEARCH INSTITUTE Dehradun and saw the following flora Gymnospermous plants [Thuja sp.,
Cupressus cashmeriana. Pinus longifolia, Podocarpus gracilior, Araucaria caulominaris, Agathis robusta
etc) Angiospermous plants and Lichens. In the last day students visited Mussoori and saw the diversity of
nature Pteridophytes, Gymnosperms (Thuja sp. . Cupressus cashmeriana,Pinus longifolia, Podocarpus
gracilior, Araucaria sp. etc) and Angiosperms.

The excursion trip left for Prayagraj on 26-12-2022 .
17th January,2023- The postgraduate students were taken to visit the botanical garden of
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Allahabad University to study the various Gymnospermous Plants present in the campus and also visited
the museum to see the various fossils as part of their Paleobotany curriculum.

On 25th February: A Short Botanical Excursion was taken by Dr. A. K. Tiwari, to Mirzapur and its
adjoining areas.

Events and Activities: The department actively organized events and activities aimed at
enriching the academic experience and nurturing students' overall development:

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DEPARTMENT OF CHEMISTRY (2022-23)

The academic session began in September 2022. This year another stalwart of the Department, Dr.
A.D.M. David, formally retired on 30th of June 2022.

After the completion of Dr. Vikram Mushran’s tenure as Head, Dr. Shikhi Sahai took over the
charge on 12th May 2022. Under the new leadership, a couple of programs were instantly organized
before the commencement of the new session. A Seven Day Workshop titled “National Workshop on
Analytical Techniques in Chemical Analysis” was conducted between 24.05.2022 and 30.05.2022. The
chief guest for the Inaugural session was Prof. Dr.(Mrs.) Vandana Singh, Department of Chemistry,
University of Allahabad. Near about 110 students, scholars and faculty members participated in the
workshop. Dr. Justin Masih was the organizing secretary of the workshop. The second program was
intended on promoting National Education policy. Taking another step forward and acknowledging the
need for changes in the higher Education, a lecture on “National Education policy: Objectives and
Implementations in Higher education Institutions” was scheduled on 12th September 2022 in which
Prof. Shekhar Srivastava, Dean, Faculty of Science, University of Allahabad was the speaker. This
lecture was arranged specially for the faculty members of the Science Department of Ewing Christian
College.

“CHEMQUIZ” was conducted on 24th February 2023, as a part of the series of program
for the National Science day celebration. The Head of the Department, Dr. Shikhi Sahai welcomed all the
participants. The Quiz was spearheaded by Dr. S. S. Sundaram, assisted by Dr. M. Karunakar, Dr. Kranthi
Kumar Tungala and Dr. Ebenezer Samuel. A total of 13 groups participated in the quiz program. The
winners in this year’s quiz program were Mariam, Pragya Pathak, Shagun Yadav and Richa Tripathi of
B.Sc.

Research wing of the Chemistry Department is situated in the Wooster campus. There are fourteen

Mukundpur White Tiger Reserve is a wildlife sanctuary located in the state of Madhya Pradesh,
India. It was established in 1998 and covers an area of approximately 82 square kilometers. The reserve
is known for its population of rare white tigers, which are a variant of the Bengal tiger.

The U.G. Second year students were taken to this Wildlife Santuary where they got a chance to
observe the white tigers in their natural habitat, the sanctuary is also home to several other species of
animals such as leopards, sloth bears, sambar deer, chinkara, and more than 150 species of birds.
