B. "To serve the Church and the Nation by promoting the spirit of goodwill, cooperation and
friendship among the people of the nation, irrespective of caste and creed and to develop attitudes
conducive to all round development of the country and all its peoples "'

C. "To serve the Church and the Nation by giving effect to international friendship, cooperation and
goodwill through which people overseas may join in the understanding and sharing of mutual
concerns."

Motto adopted by the College is a verse from Bible, which states-
"STUDYTO SHOW THYSELFAPPROVED UNTO GOD."

In Hindi, it states-

"APNE KO PARMESHWAR KE GRAHAN YOGYA BANAO."

Being an institution established on the teachings of Jesus Christ, the vision and mission of the institution
can easily be traced back to the vision of Christ, when He proclaimed that He has been anointed by God to
establish KINGDOM OF GOD on earth and His mission recorded in the Holy Bible, better known as Nazareth
Manifesto, is-

""To preach good news to the poor, to heal the broken hearted; to preach deliverance to those who are in
bondage; to give sight to the blind; to set at liberty those who are oppressed. "'

(From Gospel According to St. Luke: Chapter IV: Verses 18. 19 from Holy Bible.)

These are universal principles practiced for the welfare of mankind and lie at the base of constitutions
adopted by all the democratic countries the world over. When our country gained its freedom, it became a
sovereign republic and adopted the constitution, wherein the basic structure is built around the concepts of
establishment of KINGDOM OF GOD on earth in the preamble itself, wherein it is stated that-

"We, The People Of India, having solemnly resolved to constitute India into a Sovereign Socialist
Secular Democratic Republic and to secure to all its citizens:

MISSION

The College motto, though very much relevant, is mostly misunderstood because of its old English and
distorted version. The motto is half verse of the second letter of Saint Paul to his junior co-worker Timothy (Chapter 2,
verse 15).

The correct version as is taken from King James' version of the Holy Bible reads "Study to show thyself
approved unto God ....." The same verse in the New International version of the Holy Bible reads: "Do your best to
present yourself to God as one approved ......". The word "Study" of the old authorized version has been translated
from the original Greek textas "Do your best". It does not mean merely reading a book and learning from it or studying
in some other way.

The actual meaning of the motto is an exhortation for us to do our best in all matters so as to stand approved in
the sight of God.

The College motto exhorts the Committee of Management and the Principal to frame such policies and take
such decisions and actions which stand approved in the sight of God.

It exhorts the teachers to teach, do research and other academic work and, to conduct themselves in such a way
that their actions stand approved in the sight of God.

The motto exhorts the students of the College to study, involve themselves in all the College activities for
acquiring knowledge, wisdom and skills through means which stand approved in the sight of God.

Ideate a world where any living soul is free from any communal and conventional impediments, live his life with the ideology
of reasons, and chase one's blissfulness and accomplishment in the absence of any iniquity. In such a scenario, living for yourself
would be treated as a strength, not a flaw and accomplishment would be cheered as the sky-high expression. The philosophy of
Ayn Rand articulates this very keenly and sharply. Her philosophy encompasses morals, politics, and human competence that
inspired a huge mass of youngsters and ignited fervent debate for decades.

Alissa Zinovievna Rosenbaum aka Ayn Rand was a Russian-American author and philosopher known for her works filled with
the colors of individualism and rational self-interest. She emphasized the system of laissez-faire capitalism in her works a lot.
She proposed her philosophy of Objectivism via novels, essays, and lectures.

Her notion is embedded in a persistent arrangement of individual rights, laissez-faire capitalism, and rational self-interest which
resonated strongly with the individuals who support and prioritize autonomy. Her works like The Fountainhead (1943) and Atlas
Shrugged (1957) explore the themes of independence, identity, creativity, and the courage to achieve dreams and personal
happiness without lying to yourself and molding in the molds made by others.

Rand's Objectivism revolves around the idea that reality exists self-sufficiently, whether or not we perceive or believe in it. She
asserted that reason is the only right way to understand the world around us. It provides a clear, logical path to truth. For her,
moving in one's rational self-interest for pursuing desires, objectives, and happiness in ways that match with one's values is
not only positive but also the true purpose of life. She believed that living with purpose means striving for personal happiness.
It works as a guiding ideal, built-in reason and honesty. Rand's views challenged the political and principled protocols of her
time, disapproving of collectivism and altruism which she considered as the destroying means that sabotage self-actualization.
Ayn Rand's philosophy of Objectivism emerged from her personal experiences, intellectual pursuits, and resistance to collectivism.
Having witnessed the Russian Revolution, she saw firsthand how oppressive systems could stifle individual freedom. Drawing
from Western philosophy and art, she developed a belief in reason, individual rights, and personal happiness. Objectivism
champions self-reliance, rational thought, and the freedom to pursue one's values. This philosophy reshaped modern discussions
on ethics, politics, and individual rights, highlighting the vital importance of personal freedom and capitalism in a thriving society.
Ayn Rand argued that many individuals avoid using reason due to fear, laziness, and the sway of irrational beliefs. She believed
society encourages reliance on emotions, faith, or external authorities instead of fostering independent, rational thought.
For Rand, it was simpler for people to follow what they were asked or how they felt rather than challenging themselves to
think critically, make their own decisions, and take responsibility for the consequences of their choices. She also believed that
many people shy away from “individualism” and “self-interest” because of societal conditioning, fear, and emotional influences.
Society often elevates “altruism”, encouraging self-sacrifice and prioritizing others over oneself. This belief makes pursuing personal
happiness seem selfish. Additionally, the independence required for rational thinking can be intimidating, leading individuals to rely
on authority figures for comfort and security. Emotions like guilt also cloud judgment, making self-interest appear negative.
Rand argued that true self-interest is about rational choices that respect others, and embracing it leads to personal growth and a
thriving society.

In conclusion, Rand proposed a radical alternative to the collectivist approach to human goals and endeavour dominant in many

parts of the world and provided intellectual support to the US capitalist, individualist model of growth and development that many

countries swear by in contemporary times.

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Challenges Faced By Men

in the 21st Century

The 21st Century has ushered in rapid technological advancements changing societal norms
and evolving gender dynamics. While women's rights movements have made significant progress
in addressing gender-based discrimination, the challenges faced by men often go unnoticed.
In India and across the globe, men face several socio-economic, psychological and legal struggles
that demand attention. This article explores the key challenges that men confront, with a particular
focus on India's recent cases and the impact of certain gender policies on men's rights.
Mental Health Stigma - Mental health remains a taboo subject for men due to deeply ingrained
cultural expectations of masculinity. Society often expects men to be emotionally resillient,
discouraging them from expressiong vulnerability. According to the National Crime Records
Bureau (NCRB) 2021 report suicide rate among Indian men is significantly higher than
that of women, with financial stress, societal pressure, and emotional suppression being major
contributors. The lack of mental health awareness and societal acceptance exacerbates this crisis.
Legal Bias in Gender Laws - While gender laws were introduced to protect women, some have
been misused, leading to challenges for men. One of the most debated issues is the misuse of
section 998A4 of the Indian Penal code (IPC), which was enacted to protect women from dowry
harassment and domestic violence. However, there have been several false cases where men and
their families have suffered undue harassment. A 2023 supreme court ruling acknowledged the
misuse of this provision and emphasized the need for scrutiny in such cases. Another contentious
issue is of domestic violence law, which, in its current form, does not provide protection to men
who face abuse from their spouses or in-laws. Studies indicate that domestic violence act against
men is an under reported issue, as they fear social ridicule and lack legal protection. Family laws
in India, especially concerning child custody and alimony, often favour women. In most divorce
cases, courts grant custody of children to mothers, with fathers receiving limited visitation rights.
Additionally, alimony laws sometimes place an unfair financial burden on men, even in cases where
both partners are financially independent. In a recent Delhi High Court case (2023), a man was
ordered to pay a significant alimony amount despite the wife earning a substantial salary. Such rulings
have sparked debates about the fairness of financial settlements in divorce cases. Atlast, the
challenges faced by men in the 21st century are multifaceted and require urgent societal and legal
attention. While gender equality must be pursued, it should not come at the cost of creating a new

set of disparities. A fair and inclusive approach will not only protect the rights of men but also

promote true gender equity in India and beyond.

How does a small city girl picture feminism and freedom? What does it mean to her? In my town women are allowed
to study, at least complete schooling, but 60% of them are married off after graduation. People make them study but are not really
interested in them having a career or a name; the worst of all is that their degrees become futile and that the women who are wronged
do not realize that they were wronged because they are never told what it means to be independent and becoming financially stable.
Now my mother is the only working woman in our family which makes her opinionated and rude for others which she often laughs at,
my friends tell me. I'm really lucky to have such a mother and my relatives tell me that I'm lucky to have such a father and my mom
is lucky to have such a husband who allows her to work. My mom thinks the same, I indeed am very lucky, but is my mom that lucky ?
No. Does she realize it ? No. Where I come from girls don't demand freedom, they beg for it. They are supposed to be grateful to
the male deity of the family for everything he allows. Women who work are supposed to cook breakfast and come before it’s time for
the evening snack. This is nothing but freedom with conditions. You are allowed to earn but not invest If you do things, you're
considered manipulative and if the man does the same, it's strategic. You are earning, but are you independent will always be a
question to you. You are in your 20s, 30s, your 40s or a preteen, you need permission to go out, report what the work is. Selective
freedom you may joke but to us there, it's a lifestyle. So what does my father want when he wants me to be independent? Is it the
same independence my mother has? Probably yes. Will I also have to report to him when I start earning? Do 1 still have to take
advice from him in my 30s as to where to invest my money? Does he decide where I spend them? I have seen this freedom my
mom claims to have. It disgusts me. I can't stand being yelled at. Can't stand being asked what I bring to the table from
a man who can't serve his own food. I thought my dad was not like all other men I 've seen in my friends’ homes or
my relatives' homes. He's different. I was proved wrong. He made me realize that just because men allow women to work does not
mean they do not control their lives. But when this comes to me, it makes I hate him and I do not want to hate my dad. When the
clothes aren't ironed, he looks at me with the same glare he gives my mom it makes me hate him. It makes me wonder if he has
started seeing me as another woman he can control. This disgusts me and I have seen that brothers too behave in the same way and
share the same attitude. It always appears unexplainable to me as to how and what makes my mother think that they have so much
authority over females in their lives? This is not just my neighbourhood; it is my whole city. May be every town of India. I'm not
answering anybody's questions. I have questions and I am strugggling to find answers no person of my age cares about world peace,
nor gender equality. We teenagers are far too selfish to think about this. We think of just ourselves. I do too. I know what I want.
My submission is to never ask or beg for freedom; Freedom should be demanded. I am told I should be like my mom, but I
don't want to. I'm not gonna be my mom. I'm not mom. I am not going to earn a lakh a month and still let others decide about my money.
I'm not mom, I won't let a man disrespect me in front of his friends. Because I decided to give 10 to a beggar. I'm not mom, I won't tell
another man about every penny I spend of my money. I am not mom. I won't do all the housework and job and still let the other person
ask what I do the whole day. I am not mom because I don't want to be. And this is my answer to every time anyone asks what I want to

be. And this is what feminism means to an 18 year old small town girl; the freedom to say no, thank you.

You know that feeling when you pick up a book, assuming it will be simplistic and monotonous but then boom! There you are,
completely immersed in the storyline wondering, "What more lies ahead?". Such was the case when I picked up Nine Lives:
In Search of the Sacred in Modern India, on a chilly Sunday morning in January.
I had heard great things about William Dalrymple, the author of the book, from my teacher in school. I had always kept in mind
that someday, I'll read one of his books. Finally, the day had arrived.
On reading the introduction, I realised that this book gives an account of the spiritual journeys undertaken by nine
individuals from diverse regions of India. I thought to myself, "Do I really want to read this? Am I actually eager to read about faith,
devotion and spirituality?". I've never been inclined to such themes but my admiration for William Dalrymple far outweighed my
reluctance towards books centred on spirituality.
The first of the nine individuals was a resolute Jain nun named Prasannamati Mataji, one of the most interesting narratives in the
book. Her story had me on the edge of my seat as every minute she revealed unfathomable hardships of a Jain nun's life. Jain nuns
are supposed to pluck their hair as part of their spiritual initiation. Prasannamati Mataji cried during the session when her strands of
hair were ruthlessly plucked. Her gurus, the senior monks, on witnessing her excruciating pain, suggested that she could get the rest
of her hair shaved instead. However, Prasannamati being a determined woman decided to follow the procedure as prescribed in the
Jain doctrine.
She undertook her diksha (initiation ritual) along with her closest pal and confidante, Jain nun Prayogamati Mataji. Both these nuns
shared the same spiritual journey which gradually led to their unbreakable bond of friendship. Tragically, Prayogamati
fell ill and chose to take sallekhana - the practice of fasting unto death, which left a void in Prasannamati's life. Jain scriptures
advocate complete detachment, teaching that enlightenment comes from renouncing all desires, emotions and attachments. Yet as |
read about Prasannamati's heart-wrenching grief near Prayogamati's lifeless body, I questioned the practicality of these doctrines.
"Can a human being practice non-attachment?" As long as one possesses a beating heart, non-attachment seems to be just another
philosophical myth.
Next, Dalrymple visited God's own country - Kerala, to give us an intimate glimpse into the life of a Theyyam dancer. Hari Das, a
prison warden, spent most of the year digging wells to earn a livelihood. However, every year, for three months, he transformed into
an incarnate of Lord Vishnu. Adorned in shining jewels and with his face painted in sacred hues, he performed before the devotees
who came from far and wide to seek blessings.
The most surprising aspect of Hari's story was the double standards of his community. For nine months, he was viewed from the lens
of caste discrimination people refused to share their utensils with him or allow him to draw water from their wells. Yet, during
Theyyam season, the same people prostrated before him with folded hands, believing he embodied the divine. How could someone's
worth change so drastically? If people from so called ‘lower castes' were 'impure', how could they be the incarnates of the Divine?

This selective reverence made me question the psyche of humans. Do humans feel they're superior to God? If God doesn't

discriminate among humans based on their caste, why do humans assume the authority to do so?




One of my favourite narratives was that of Mohan Bhopa, a passionate and charismatic Rajasthani bard from Pabusar, the land of
Pabuji. Mohan sang the enchanting 4000- line cpic of Pabuji against the backdrop of a Phad-a beautifully illustrated cloth depicting
significant events of Pabuji's life. Apart from the melodious performances of the epic, Mohan was often invited to ward off the evil
spirit. It was believed that through Mohan, Pabuji cured the possessed person. Something which stood out to me in this particular
narrative was the Phad. In a vicious world where humans are treated like worthless objects, a sacred piece of cloth received
extraordinary veneration. The Bhopas didn't perform during monsoons to protect the Phad from damage. Once it faded, a ceremonial
farewell was organised before consecrating a new one. Such reverence to an object stands in stark contrast to how people often
mistreat fellow human beings. Through this narrative, I realised how pivotal these local singers are in preserving the magnificent
regional folktales of India. In a way, they are the protectors of the incredibly multifaceted culture of India.
“The Daughters of Yellamma” was the most gut-wrenching narrative. I had to pause several times as the grave reality unfolded.
This narrative revolves around a devadasi named Rani Bai. In India, devadasi refers to a female who is dedicated to the temple so that
she can worship and serve God. These devadasis held a dignified place in the ancient Indian society. However, during the British rule,
the tradition lost its sanctity, leaving devadasis destitute. Thus, they resorted to prostitution in order to fulfil their basic needs.
Rani Bai, despite enduring a lifetime of subjugation, dared to dream of a future where she would domesticate cows and sell milk.
She looked forward to the day when she would leave behind this life of exploitation and retire to simple yet dignified living.
However, fate had some cruel intentions. She lost both her daughters to AIDS, a disease common among devadasis due to their
constant exploitation. No one came to their recuse. Why? Why would anyone support a woman who has nothing to offer ? This story
left an indelible imprint on my mind, showcasing the monstrous reality of a world where men chase a woman in her youth but
abandon her when she becomes afflicted by misfortune.

The other narratives in the book such as The Red Fairy, The Monk's Tale, The Maker of Idols, The Lady Twilight and The Song of the
Blind Minstrel further explore devotion and the contrast between ancient faith and modern trends. Their lives are examples of infinite
love for the Divine. The most unsettling narrative was of The Lady Twilight, in which Manisha Ma Bhairavi, a devotee of Goddess
Tara, became a skull-feeder in a remote cremation ground. Manisha Ma's story left me disturbed for days. William Dalrymple's Nine
Lives vividly captures India's spiritual diversity through rich imagery. His descriptions of sacred landscapes, from the emerald shores
of Kerala to Himalayan monasteries, immerse readers in religious traditions. Sensory details chanting monks, the scent of incense
and the taste of simple meals-enhance authenticity. Dalrymple contrasts ancient rituals with modern India, highlighting their fragility.
His evocative imagery not only paints a visual picture but also enriches the reader's understanding of devotion and resilience in a
rapidly changing world. The language of the book is clear, making the complex ideas, rituals and traditions easy to understand. This
book has been written in a way that I felt as if I'm conversing with the nine subjects directly. Dalrymple, in the introduction,
mentioned that he has approached this book differently as he has kept himself, the narrator, in the shadow, bringing his subjects and
their stories to the centre stage. The diversity of characters in Nine Lives makes it a deeply immersive read, offering a rare glimpse
into the lives of those who live on the margins of mainstream society. Their stories are not just about faith but about identity,
resilience and the tensions between tradition and modernity.

The strength of Nine Lives lics in its deeply human approach cach individual is presented with dignity and complexity, allowing
readers to engage with their struggles and beliefs on an emotional level. The book is not just a study of religion but a celebration
of India's rich spiritual diversity, captured through voices that might otherwise have been forgotten. Overall, Nine
Lives is an insightful, informative and thought-provoking book as I came across certain rituals and cults that I hadn't
heard of before. This novel masterfully showcases the diversity of devotional practices.

To conclude, I'd say that reading about devotion and spirituality doesn't have to be boring. With the right author one who matches
Dalrymple's genius it can be just as intriguing and engaging.

To sum up my experience I'd say that this book sparked countless questions in my mind which proves what Scott Westerfeld said,

"Good books make you ask questions''.
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A powerful memoir of resilience and transformation, Tara Westover’s ‘Educated’ is more than just a

memoir; it is a testament to the power of knowledge, self discovery and the unyielding human spirit.
Born into a radical and survivalist family in rural Idaho, her life was shaped by isolation, distrust
of mainstream institutions, and a childhood spent working in her father's junkyard instead of attending
school. She had no birth certificate, no formal education, and no access to medical care. Yet against
all odds, Tara found her way to the prestigious halls of Cambridge University, ultimately earning a
Ph.D. Her journey is not just one of academic achievements but of breaking free from the chains of
indoctrination, search for identity, and the liberating power of education. This book gave
a great message that by the key of education you can open all doors. It expands your perspective
see everything differently. Each chapter unfolds like a carefully crafted piece of art where
every word feels deliberate, every experience profound. It just reinforced the faith I have in
the power of education because it was just amazing how it transformed this woman’s life and
where she is today from where she was as a kid. Tara Westover’s story is both heartbreaking and

The workshop featured instructional sessions on experimental techniques by Prof. Vivek
Bhadauria, Dr. Kranthi Kumar Tungala and Mr. Abhinav Lal, covering topics like spectroscopy,
conductometry, and colorimetry. Over the two days, participants engaged in various instructional,
demonstration, and practical sessions.

The valedictory session featured Chief Guest, Prof. Sekhar Srivastava, who discussed various
branches of chemistry and their future significance. Feedback from participants was overwhelmingly

positive.




Ms. Rama Sharma from Patanjali School praised the sessions for their brilliance, while Ms.
Sidhantika Singh of Bethany Convent expressed gratitude for the interactive and informative
sessions. Sanskriti, a student from Patanjali School, appreciated the engaging activities that
transformed her initial expectations, and a student from Bishop Johnson School noted the
event's role in boosting her confidence to speak publicly. The program concluded with the
presentation of certificates, followed by the National Anthem.

The 18th edition of the One-day seminar was held on 8th February 2025 organized by the
students of the Chemistry Department, Ewing Christian College. Undergraduate and postgraduate
students participated by presenting papers and posters. The seminar focused on the theme
Comprehensive Approaches to Waste Management for Sustainable Development". Dr. Ebenezer
Samuel served as the Convener, while the academic proceedings were led by Prof. (Mrs.)
Sharda Sundaram, Head of the Department. The keynote address was delivered by Dr. Niraj Kumar,
former Executive Secretary of the National Academy of Sciences (NASI) and former Bioethics
Expert (GEObs) at UNESCO.

Dr. Niraj Kumar emphasized the significance of managing not just physical waste but also mental
waste, advocating meditation as a means of achieving clarity. He highlighted the three core principles
of waste management-Reduce, Reuse, and Recycle-and emphasized the importance of promoting
positivity, purity, and piousness to create an optimistic environment. He also provided insights into
the causes of waste generation, the urgency of proper waste management, and effective strategies
for its implementation.

Approximately 100 students UG, PG, and Ph.D. students from ECC participated in the program.

One best paper was adjudged from each of
the sessions. At the end of the One day seminar, prizes were distributed for the various winners of
the One day Seminar presenters.

In the poster session, Asmita Anand (M.Sc. Sem IV) secured the first prize. The award for the best
paper presentation was given to Abdul Samad from B.Sc. Semester VI.

On February 28, 2025, the Department of Chemistry at Ewing Christian College (ECC)
Prayagraj, celebrated National Science Day with a lecture titled "Battery as an Energy Source"
by Dr. Kamlesh Pandey, Senior Scientist at the National Centre for Experimental Mineralogy and
Petrology Research, University of Allahabad. Dr. Pandey discussed the evolution of battery
technology, from the 1800 Voltaic pile to the 1999 lithium-ion polymer battery, and covered
various battery types and specifications. The department also hosted Chem-Rangoli
and Chem-Quiz competitions for students.

Semester
IV. During the occasion of National Science Day celebrations, Dr. Kamlesh Pandey, Senior
Scientist along with faculty members, presented certificates and gifts to all the winners.

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The Department of Physics and the Center for Biophysics & Bioinformatics would like to extend their gratitude
to all the participants and guest speakers for making the event a memorable and informative experience for everyone
Reports on Science Day
The Physics Department and the Centre for Biophysics & Bioinformatics, Ewing Christian College (ECC), Prayagraj,
in collaboration with National Academy of Scienes (NASI), India were pleased to announce a one day symposium to
mark the celebration of National Science Day This special event was scheduled in honor of India's rich legacy of scientific
excellence and innovation, commemorating the discovery of the Raman Effect by Nobel Laureate Sir C.V. Raman on
February 28, 1928.
This year's theme, "Empowering Indian Youth for Global Leadership in Science and Innovation for Vikshit Bharat,"
aligns with the nation's vision to foster a self-reliant, progressive, and scientifically vibrant India. The symposium
aimed to inspire the young minds of our country to embrace science and technology as tools for national development
and global leadership. The event brought together distinguished scientists, educators, research scholars, and students
for a day of insightful lecture, pitch talk, poster competition, quiz. It served as a platform to explore innovative
ideas, celebrate scientific contributions, and encourage the youth to actively participate in shaping the future of
science in India.
Dr. Mervin Massey, the esteemed former Principal of the Ewing Christian College, delivered a thought-provoking
lecture titled "The Physics of Philosophy: Exploring the Intersection of Science and Thought." A renowned educator
and scholar in the field of physics, Dr. Massey has long been recognized for his ability to bridge complex scientific
concepts with philosophical inquiry. In this lecture, he explored the profound connections between the laws of the
physical world and the fundamental questions that philosophers have grappled with for centuries.
Dr. Massey's opening remarks highlighted the historical relationship between the two fields, tracing the roots of
modern physics back to early philosophical thinkers like Aristotle and Galileo Galilei. He stressed that Galileo,
in his time, was not only a physicist but also a philosopher who pondered the nature of space and time, subjects
that would go on to become central themes in the development of modern physics.
Dr. Massey devoted a significant portion of his lecture to discussing quantum mechanics, the field of physics that
has stirred the most philosophical debate. Quantum mechanics, with its paradoxes and counterintuitive principles,
has forced both scientists and philosophers to re-consider our most basic assumptions about reality. Another
central theme in Dr. Massey's lecture was the philosophy of time, especially in relation to Albert Einstein's
theory of relativity. According to Einstein, time is not a fixed, absolute entity but is relative to the observer's
motion and position. This, Dr. Massey explained, radically alters our understanding of time and space, bringing
it into alignment with the met-aphysical debates of philosophers such as Immanuel Kant and Henri Bergson,
who discussed the nature of time from both a psychological and metaphysical standpoint.
Dr. Massey explored Einstein's concept of spacetime, the idea that space and time are inter-twined into a

four-dimensional continuum. According to the theory, the flow of time can be distorted by gravity, and time

can appear to move more slowly in strong gravitational fields. These ideas challenge not only our physical
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intuition but also our philosophical understand-ing of time as something fixed and universal.




He went further to discuss time travel, a topic that has fascinated both physicists and philosophers alike.
While time travel remains theoretical in the realm of physics, philosophers have long debated whether it
would be logically possible, and what its implications would be for concepts like causality and free will.
Dr. Massey encouraged the audience to think about the way modern physics can inform our philosophical
musings about the past, present, and future. Dr. Massey concluded his lecture by stressing the importance
of taking an integrated approach to both physics and philosophy. While each field has its own methods and
tools, he argued that the questions both disciplines seek to answer are often deeply interconnected. The
pursuit of knowledge, whether through the lens of science or philosophy, is ultimately a search for meaning
in the universe. The lecture concluded with a call to action for students and scholars alike: to not see physics
and philosophy as opposing forces, but as complementary pathways to understanding the world. As
Dr. Massey put it, "The beauty of science and philosophy lies in their shared pursuit of truth, in understanding
not just how the universe works, but why it works the way it does." Dr. Mervin Massey's lecture was a
compelling reminder of the importance of inter-disciplinary thinking and the need to engage with the big

questions of existence questions that are as much philosophical as they are physical.

Science Day Lecture

The Physics Department and the Centre for Biophysics & Bioinformatics, Ewing Christian
College (ECC), Prayagraj, in collaboration with National Academy of Sciences (NASI),
India were pleased to announce a one-day symposium to mark the celebration of National
Science Day. This special event was scheduled in honor of India's rich legacy of scientific
excellence and innovation, commemorating the discovery of the Raman Effect by Nobel
Laureate Sir C.V. Raman on February 28, 1928.

This year's theme, “Empowering Indian Youth for Global Leadership in Science and
Innovation for Vikshit Bharat,” aligned with the nation's vision to foster a self-reliant,
progressive, and scientifically vibrant India. The symposium aimed to inspire the young
minds of our country to embrace science and technology as tools for national development
and global leadership.

The event brought together distinguished scientists, educators, research scholars, and
students for a day of insightful lecture, pitch talk, poster competition, quiz. It served
as a platform to explore innovative ideas, celebrate scientific contributions, and encourage
the youth to actively participate in shaping the future of science in India.

Dr. Mervin Massey, the esteemed former principal of the Ewing Christian College,
delivered a thought-provoking lecture titled "The Physics of Philosophy: Exploring
the Intersection of Science and Thought." A renowned educator and scholar in the field

of physics, Dr. Massey has long been recognized for his ability to bridge complex
scientific concepts with philosophical inquiry. In this lecture, he explored the
profound connections between the laws of the physical world and the fundamental
questions that philosophers have grappled with for centuries.

Dr. Massey's opening remarks highlighted the historical relationship between the two
fields, tracing the roots of modern physics back to early philosophical thinkers like
Aristotle and Galileo Galilei. He stressed that Galileo, in his time, was not only a physicist
but also a philosopher who pondered the nature of space and time, subjects that would go
on to become central themes in the development of modern physics.

Dr. Massey devoted a significant portion of his lecture to discussing quantum mechanics,
the field of physics that has stirred the most philosophical debate. Quantum mechanics,
with its paradoxes and counterintuitive principles, has forced both scientists and
philosophers to reconsider our most basic assumptions about reality.

Another central theme in Dr. Massey's lecture was the philosophy of time, especially in
relation to Albert Einstein's theory of relativity. According to Einstein, time is not a fixed,
absolute entity but is relative to the observer's motion and position. This, Dr. Massey
explained, radically alters our understanding of time and space, bringing it into alignment
with the metaphysical debates of philosophers such as Immanuel Kant and Henri Bergson,
who discussed the nature of time from both a psychological and metaphysical standpoint.
Dr. Massey explored Einstein's concept of spacetime, the idea that space and time are intertwined
into a four-dimensional continuum. According to the theory, the flow of time can be distorted by
gravity, and time can appear to move more slowly in strong gravitational fields. These ideas
challenge not only our physical intuition but also our philosophical understanding of time as
something fixed and universal.

He went further to discuss time travel, a topic that has fascinated both physicists and philosophers
alike. While time travel remains theoretical in the realm of physics, philosophers have long debated
whether it would be logically possible, and what its implications would be for concepts like
causality and free will. Dr. Massey encouraged the audience to think about the way modern physics
can inform our philosophical musings about the past, present, and future.

Dr. Massey concluded his lecture by stressing the importance of taking an integrated approach to both
physics and philosophy. While each field has its own methods and tools, he argued that the questions
both disciplines seek to answer are often deeply interconnected. The pursuit of knowledge, whether
through the lens of science or philosophy, is ultimately a search for meaning in the universe.
The lecture concluded with a call to action for students and scholars alike: to not see physics and
philosophy as opposing forces, but as complementary pathways to understanding the world. As
Dr. Massey put it, “The beauty of science and philosophy lies in their shared pursuit of truth, in
understanding not just how the universe works, but why it works the way it does.”
Dr. Mervin Massey's lecture was a compelling reminder of the importance of interdisciplinary
thinking and the need to engage with the big questions of existence—questions that are as much
philosophical as they are physical.

In response to this, the Foreign Minister of the Youth Parliament assured the
Parliament that the Government of India is committed to the safety of all students studying abroad.
Member of Parliament Himanshi drew the attention of the House to the severe floods in Kerala and
accused the government of negligence. In response to which, Home Minister of the Youth Parliament
Pragya Tiwari said that this is not the time to criticize each other but to come together and support the
people of Kerala. She requested the Kerala government to make better use of the disaster system
created by the Government of India. In the last session of Parliament, MP Harshita Tiwari
presented a private member bill to amend the POCSO Act, which was accepted
by the government. After this, the proceedings of the House were adjourned for the next day.
Judge member Phulpur MP, Shri Praveen Patel congratulated the MP participants and called upon
them to make a career in politics.

He told that a politician has to know and understand all the problems of the area and present them
effectively in the Parliament in a very short time. Such competitions will technically enrich the MPs
to be elected in the future. Competition coordinator, Prof. Suresh Prasad Singh ji discussed the
improvement in various proceedings of the Youth Parliament. He said that it is very important to
understand the functioning of the institution which works to make laws. Dr. Abhinav Rawat wished
the participants good luck for the next round. The Principal, Prof. Moses, who was presiding over the
program, thanked the Ministry of Parliamentary Affairs and encouraged the participants. Program
coordinator Dr. Prem Prakash Singh said that on the basis of solo performance, Speaker
Sanchita Tripathi, Prime Minister, Arya Rajput, Leader of Opposition, Shweta Singh, Finance Minister,
Ms. Ranjit and MP, Ashish Pal, who asked questions during Question Hour, were selected as the best
parliamentarians. He hoped that this team would be selected for the national level youth parliament
competition. Many eminent teachers including AUCCTA President Prof. Umesh Pratap Singh,
Prof. Ashok Kumar Pathak, Prof. K.L.. Pandey were present in the program.
